Essentials

	Reading Expectations
	15 minutes daily: read to an adult or read independently and talk about it with an adult (this should be recorded in Reading Records by the child and signed by an adult).  It is also important that your child hears you read regularly (obviously, this should be a children’s book rather than your own) and that you discuss new and unfamiliar vocabulary, make predictions and look for similarities with other stories and characters.

	Maths Expectations
	5 minutes Times Tables Rockstars daily: play on Garage and Studio to develop fluent recall of multiplication tables and gain a Rock Star Status!

	Spelling Expectations
	If you have been set spellings to learn, please set aside 10 minutes twice a week to do this. If these are all completed, then you may choose to practise new spellings from the Year 3 and 4 spelling list which is on the class website page.  It is important to look for known spelling rules and patterns to make links with previous learning.  Writing words in sentences is also hugely beneficial.



Optional Topic Tasks 
· Choose a different activity to do with your family each week. There is no right or wrong way to complete the task. Take as long, or as little, time as you like; large projects may take several weeks. 

· When you have completed a Topic Task, share it with us via email, photo or video or bring in a piece of writing, scrap book or artwork and you will be rewarded with house points in recognition of your efforts!

	Create a Monster Fact File
Invent your own monster inspired by Grendel. Draw it and list its powers, weaknesses, habitat and personality.
	Mini Comic Strip: Beowulf vs the Monster
Create a 6-panel comic retelling one part of the Beowulf story.  Alternatively, you could create a stop-motion animation or a Scratch animation.
	Hero’s Code
Write a list of 10 rules a hero like Beowulf should follow. Decorate it like an ancient scroll.

	Soundtrack to a Battle
Choose a piece of music (any style) you think matches the battle scenes in Beowulf. Write 3–4 sentences explaining why.
	Build a Mini Anglo-Saxon Home
Use a shoebox, LEGO, sticks or cardboard to design a model Anglo-Saxon house.
	Anglo-Saxon Name Generator
Create your own Anglo-Saxon name and write its meaning. Draw what you think you’d look like.

	Anglo-Saxon Food Challenge
Research what they would have eaten. Write a menu for an Anglo-Saxon feast.  If you are feeling adventurous, make an Anglo-Saxon meal!
	Runes Message
Write a secret message using Anglo-Saxon runes and challenge someone to decode it and write you a reply.
	Electricity Safety Poster
Make a colourful poster teaching children how to stay safe around electricity.


	Electrical Hunt
Make a list of electrical items in your home. Sort them into battery-powered and mains-powered.
	Switches Everywhere!
Count how many switches you use in a day (light, kettle, TV, etc). Write about which are the most important and why.
	Step-by-Step Plan
Choose a personal goal (school, sport, hobby etc.). Write a 5-step plan showing how you could achieve it.  Keep a diary/photo diary and share your progress.
