	Reading Expectations
	15 minutes daily: read to an adult or read independently and talk about it with an adult (this should be recorded in Reading Records by the child and signed by an adult). 	Spelling Expectations
	If you have been set spellings to learn, please set aside 10 minutes twice a week to do this. If these are all completed, then you may choose to practise new spellings from the Year 3 and 4 spelling list which is on the class website page.  It is important to look for known spelling rules and patterns to make links with previous learning.  Writing words in sentences is also hugely beneficial.
