Find out some foods the 
Victorians liked to eat and use 
these to design a menu for a 

Victorian café.

Write a diary entry of a working 
child in Victorian Britain. Write 

about your typical day, what kind 
of things you do, and how you 

feel.

Listen to a piece of music by a 
Victorian composer, e.g. Holst or 

Elgar.  Draw a picture of, or 
describe, what the music makes 

you think of and feel.

Design an outfit for a poor or 
rich person to wear in Victorian 
times. Label the materials and
